Course Description:

The SBS is the University of the Nation’s most popular course. Chronological SBS I, 1I, & |l
make up the School of Biblical Studies. This course surveys the whole Bible, starfing with
Genesis and ending with Revelation. It uses the inductive approach (observation,
interpretation, and application). This course may serve as a core course in all bachelor’s
degree programs. Full completion of the SBS grants 36 UofN credits fowards a degree.

Course Objectives:

% SBS I: ORIGINS, HISTORY, WISDOM. This is the first in a series of three courses that make
up the Chronological SBS. Using the inductive approach, we will study Genesis to 2
Kings, Psalms, Song of Solomon, and Proverbs.

% SBS II: PROPHETS, EXILE, RETURN. This course is a continuation of the School of Biblical
Studies I. Using the inductive approach, we study the rest of the Wisdom literature and
Historical books, all of the Prophets. The quarter ends with Matthew and Mark.



% SBS Ill: JESUS, CHURCH, FUTURE. This is the capstone course in the Chronological
School of Biblical Studies series. Using the inductive approach we continue studying
from Luke, Acts, all the New Testament letters, and, finally, Revelation.

Requirements:

Lectures: Participation in lectures (including breakout rooms, jamboards, etc.)
Assignments: Completion of assignments
Meetings: Participation in cohort meetings

We anficipate the course will require 25-40 hours per week.
